3- Relevé de notes (MELS) for grade 10 and the High School report card from terms
2 and 3.

Outstanding Student Leader Award Recipient Criteria

The award winners will have graduated in June 2011 and will have made a considerable
contribution to student life in his or her respective high school.

The award winners should have demonstrated leadership and the ability to motivate
others 1n areas that involve the betterment of their school community.

The award winners should have a solid academic record, which demonstrates his and
her ability to successfully continue his or her post secondary education.

High School Principals or Student Life Advisors must put together
the application package.

What should the application package contain?

A nomination letter written by the Principal or Student Life Advisor on school
letterhead. This letter should explain why the applicant is a deserving recipient.

A letter written by the applicant. This letter should address the questions explained on
the previous page.

The applicant’s grade 10 MELS relevé de notes as well as the applicant’s Term 2 and 3
High School report card

The deadline for all applications this coming year is September 15", 201 1.
